Introduction
The manuscripts submitted to the Online Youth Water Congress are extended abstracts only, which should include three main sections: Introduction; Materials and methods; Results and concluding remarks.

In the “Introduction” (one or two paragraphs), the context and the purpose of the study are presented. The section should include the background to the study with a brief summary of the existing publications (e.g. Surname et al. 2017; Firstsurname and Secondsurname 2018), the main objectives and the novelty features of the study. In the “Materials and methods” section, you should present (as concisely as possible) the main methodological components of your work. In the “Results and concluding remarks” section you should report the main findings and discuss the results of your work. Please cite only the most important references and try to avoid using Figures and Tables, unless they are absolutely necessary, or they clearly and concisely illustrate the methodological approach (e.g. a flowchart) or the results.

Materials and methods

The following guidelines must be strictly followed, in order your extended abstract to be accepted by the Online Youth Water Congress.

The manuscript should not exceed two pages using this template, in any case. Manuscripts exceeding the 2-page limit will be sent back to the authors for revision before review. Please do not alter this template. The margins should remain 2 cm in all sides and the size of the paper should remain A4 (21x29.7 cm), according to the European standards (ISO 216). You may format the text using the corresponding Word styles existing in this template or by using the following settings:

· [Title] Font: Calibri, 16 points, bold; Paragraph: Justified, single spacing, 30 points before, 6 points after.

· [Headings] Font: Calibri, 12 points, bold; Paragraph: Justified, single spacing, 12 points before, 6 points after.

· [Body text] Font: Calibri, 11 points, regular (italics may be used for emphasis); Paragraph: Justified, single spacing, first line indentation 0.5 cm.

· [Figure, Table caption] Font: Calibri, 10 points, italics; Paragraph: Centred, single spacing, 6 points before, 6 points after.
· [References] Font: Calibri, 10 points, regular; Paragraph: Justified, single spacing, hanging indentation 0.5 cm.
In case you need to include an Equation, the following example will help you.

Please note that you should include Figures and Equations, only in case they are absolutely necessary. There is no need to include well-known equations.
A Figure should be cited in the text and it should look like the provided example (Figure 1). 
Regarding the references, only the most important references for the specific study should be included in the manuscript. Preferably, no more than 10 references should be used. Before the submission, please check that all references are cited in the text and vice versa.

Results and concluding remarks
The text discussing the results and the main conclusions should be written here. If you wish to present your results in a table, the style of the provided example should be used (Table 1). Please retain the typesetting in all cases.
